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WHO WAS SHAKESPEARE?
William Shakespeare was an English Playwright and poet who lived in the late 1500s early 1600s (around 400 years ago). His plays are now performed all over the world in hundreds of languages and he is known as one of the greatest writers of all time. The reason his work is so popular is that Shakespeare wrote about nature and how people behave. That is why, although his words can be hard to understand, his ideas are as relevant now as they were four centuries ago. 


A HASTY MARRIAGE 
Shakespeare married Anne Hathaway in 1582, when he was 18. She was eight years older than him and pregnant. After their first child, Susanna, the couple had twins. So at the age of only 20, Shakespeare had a wife and three children to provide for. His father’s business was still in difficulty and he needed to earn a living.

SHAKESPEARE’S WORKS    
At least two of Shakespeare’s plays have been lost, but 38 survive. Two of these, “Henry VIII” and “The Two Noble Kinsmen”, were co-written with John Fletcher.’ The other 36 are divided into comedies, tragedies and histories. Shakespeare also wrote poems, including a series of Sonnets (a type of short poem).
